BABY STATION

Located on East Plaza Street. Facilities for changing infants, prepar-
ing formula and warming bottles, Sorry, baby sitting is NOT available.

STROLLERS AND WHEEL CHAIRS

Strollers and wheel chairs are available at a nominal rental for the
day, at the east side of Town Square near the Main Entrance.

KEN-L-LAND

Located to the right of and outside the Main Entrance. You may leave
your pet in an airy, individual enclosure at a cost of 25 cents for the
day. The charge includes a choice of Ken-L-Ration pet food “dinner.”
