Square. As you explore “the happiest place on earth,” feel free to ask any
employee for assistance.

Information about other Southern California recreational attractions and
public transportation schedules may be obtained at the information center
located at the corner of Main and East Plaza Streets.

BABY STATION

The Baby Station is located adjacent to the First Aid Center on East Plaza
Street. Facilities are provided for preparing formulas, warming bottles,
breast feeding, and changing infants. Sorry, babysitting is not available.

Your BankAmericard is accepted in most shops, stores and restaurants.

The Bank of America, located on Town Square, provides complete bankin
facilities.
